PIT STALLS

Pit stalls are assigned on a ficstme first serve basis. You are able to reserve your pit stall at the
beginning of the year for a fee of $75.00. This will insure your pit stall for all RKS Events.

All participants will clean their respective pits before leaving the race track. Toaghirers will be
available at several locations in the pits. This means everything (i-@ftegpaper, candy wrappers,
cans, cigarette butts, etc.). Disciplinary action may be taken by RKS for continuous violation of the
clean up rule. RKS Officials Wdecide the punishment for infractions.

No bicycles, tricycles, scooters, or battery operated vehicles are to be used once racing events start
unless they are for the handicapped or to transport small children.

An oil collection station/barrel will bprovided by RKS. Dumping or spilling oil on the ground will
result in disqualification for the date of the incident.

Only kart/minicup support vehictand track worker's vehicles are allowed in the pit area. All other
vehicles must park in the spectator's parking lot. Violation of this rule may result in disciplinary
action against the driver of the pit area where the violation has been committecbarieoB
Directors shall decide the punishment for the infractions.

Everyone must respect RKS grounds and facilities at all times. Any vandalism in any form will result
in immediate expulsion from RKS and legal action.

All karting/minicup trailers in th@it area must be equipped with an approved fire extinguisher.
Admittance into another drivers pit area shall only be down with permission.
RKS Officials are able to enter any pit stall at any time

All karts/minicups must stay out of the access lanes unless being moved to the starting grid or
returning from the tech area. This is for safety.

Absolutely No One Shall travel pit access lanes under power. All karts/minicups must be pushed
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SPEEDWAY RACING RULES
Only drivers and track officials are allowed on the track. Pit crews, parents, owners, other
participants ofans are not allowed on the track at any time unless directed by a RKS official.
Violators are subject to disqualification. RKS will allow one representative for each driver of the
Kids Kart and the Junior Boxstock division on the infield during the raeiegt.

Karts/minicups must be inspected before allowed to run on track. RKS $atdtynspectors will
place a decal denoting compliance in a conspicuous place.

Random safety inspections can take place during any RKS racing event.

All competitors are expected to be on the-grie and in theistarting order 5 minutes prior to their
race. All classes are included in this, including the minicups. The track entry gate wib@lose

SECONDSafter the grid is released or the green flag is displayed. No late starts will be permitted.
NOTE: It is theracer's responsibility to let the Gate Steward know well in advance about conflicts
between classes or mechanical problems. Not all schedule conflicts can be resolved, but we will do
whatever we can to ensure that everyone has adequate time.

Once a drier or car owner has voiced to the Gate Steward that he/she is going to run scratch for a
heat or feature, it cannot be changed. They will be moved to the back of the line up for the race they
ask to run scratch in.

No hot lapping allowed unless designalbgdhe flagger. Drivers must remain in line up order.

The green flag to start the race will be displayed after the entire pack is properly lined up. The race
will be yellow flagged if anyone jumps the start. The front row kart/minicup that runs ta fast

parade lap or jumps the starttie opinion of the flagger or RKS Officials, will receive one
warning, the next infraction, the driver will be sent to the back. This is not protestable.

Races will be restarted after a yellow using the last complefpeby the leader. Under a yellow flag,
lapped cars shall be put into line where they ran and not moved to the back unless 5 or less laps are
remaining or RKS Officials feel they are unable to race with the field or are a danger to themselves

or the rest othe field.

All restarts will be double file.
All drivers must stay in line until they have passed the start/finish line.
Dropping back, or jumping the start will not be allowed.

Drivers will be stopped on the front stretch for the Scoring Directlimeéadrivers up in the proper
order if not properly lined up within one lap.

Stopping the drivers to correct line up problems is not considered a red flag and the elapse clock is
not stopped during the line up process.
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Each racing event will have arapke clock running. Time of the event will be determined before
each event. A warning will be announced once the event has 5 minutes or less to complete the
number of scheduled laps for the event. Track Officials will not stop a race under greezldptee
time has expired. However, in the event the elapse time has expired and a caution is displayed, the
race event is considered concluded and the race will be scored accordingly.

If a caution is thrown after the white flag has been displayed thewvitide considered over. The
race will be scored according to the white flag lap with the driver(s) involved with the caution rules
stated, put to the back of the white flag lap.

The race lineup will be conducted from the last completed lap.
The leadepf the race event determines a completed lap, not the entire field.

A caution is a dangerous situation on the track. If you are part of the caution you will be placed to
the rear of the field. A drivanaybe rewarded his/her position back if it isleas violation of
another drivers conduct on the race track.

In the event of avoiding a hazard on the track, a driver is able to maintain forward motion, does not
come to a complete stop, and needs no assistance reentering to the track surfacenaramesafe
that driver will remain in his/her racing position. All others, not abla&intain forward motion,
does come to a complete stop, and or needs assistance reentering to the track surface in a safe manner
will be deemed part of the caution and pthte the rear of the field.

A hazard on the track may not constitute an immediate caution.

Any driver deemed causing an intentional caution will immediately be scored a lap down. The
flagger and RKS Track Officials will determine an intentional caution.

All karts/minicups that roll over shall go to the pits for a safety check. (A roll over is described as all
four wheels are off the ground. This includes karts/minicups that roll onto their side)

Any kart/minicup entering the pits for maintenance ntgsinspected by a Safety Track Official
before reentering the race event. If the Safety Track Official deems the vehicle unsafe that driver
will not be permitted onto the track and scored according to the number of laps completed.

DONOT ARGUE THKHEABRMEETY

Any kart/minicup exiting the track off the turn 3 exit forfeits his/her 3 lap hold under caution.
A driver must exit the track off the front stretch near the starting grid to obtain his/her 3 lap hold.

Any kart/minicup exiting the track dumgngreen flag status does so at his/her own will. Exiting the
track under green flag status will not constitute a caution nor a 3 lap hold.

Each driver is entitled to a 3 lap hold for his/her racing event. A driver may only use the hold once in

any race eent. Once the driver exits the track to perform any change to the kart/minicup, the driver

no longer will be granted a 3 lap hold no matter how many laps the driver was held for, less or more
than 3 laps.
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A driver already using his/her 3 lap hold maytéke track with another driver and work on his/her
kart/minicup, however if the driver being granted the 3 lap hold reenters the track before the 3 lap
hold expires, the driver exiting with the other driver will not be granted extended laps.

If a driveris on the grid and the leader of the field is entering turn 3 to take the green flag, that driver
will not be permitted on the track until the field has cleared the grid entrance.

Drivers must stay to the outside of the white line centered on the froftaak stretch during green
flag racing. A driver may drop below the white line to advance position, and may drop below the
white line after crossing the start/finish line on the white flag lap. Any other time a driver crosses the
line he/she will be chged with blocking. First offense the flagger will point a clinched black flag at
the driver, second offense the flagger will point a clinched red flag at the driver and he/she must
move to the high side and forfeit his/her racing position. In the caseea does not forfeit his/her
position the driver will be placed to the rear of the field at the next caution or scored in last position
at the conclusion of the race event if no caution is thrown.

Drivers must follow racing direction on the track atteties during green flag status.

No one is allowed to work on any kart while on the track. If a kart will not restart on the track after a
reasonable attempt the driver will be signaled by the flagger and then must be pushed to the grid to
restart engine That driver will be placed at the rear of the field and also will forfeit his/her 3 lap
hold. If the driver has already utilized his/her 3 lap hold, the race will restart accordingly.

Any driver exiting the track to the grid area for any redsoieits his/her position.

There is no racing back to the start/finish line under caution (Yellow flag). The karts will restart
according to the last completed green flag lap.

Drivers shall not get out of their kart/minicup while on the track or inrtheld to discuss the race
with the track officials, nor show disrespect to any RKS Track Official at any time. Violators may be
disqualified for the remainder of the event as determined by RKS Officials.

Infield volunteers will check in with a Track Offal before they enter the race area.

All drivers must scale after each heat or feature. All drivers will be required to stop and turn engines
off at the end of the exit ramp. Failure to scale will result in a disqualification for that heat or feature.

All karts must remain in the tech impound area until released by the Tech Director.

Drivers receiving the move over flag (blue and yellow striped flag) will move out of the preferred
lane and allow the faster karts to pass.

RKS will do random tech inspeachs in random divisions during every race event. Top 5 karts must
stay in the tech impound area during the tech inspection until released by the Tech Director. The top
3 drivers will pill draw for items to be tech inspected. Please understand than@Klsealech
Director or not looking to disqualify any driver, but to monitor and create an even playing field for
all participants. Any infraction deeming an engine to be illegal according to WKA standards is
grounds for disqualification. Ex: If fuel islpdrawn and the plate is illegal, the driver is disqualified.

All drivers, crew members, and spectators are expected to follow all signage and barriers designed
for the safety of lhwhile at RKS.

If a driver has replaced a complete engine, & iwaolved in a wreck during practice or qualifying
and unable to finish, RKS will allow 5 additional practice laps for that driver. However, that driver
will forfeit his/her starting position for the feature, and start at the rear of the field.
The featwe winner of a class will start the next feature in the same class at the rear of the field. In
the event the winner of the feature does not ra
and that driver must start at the rear of the fieliiext time he/she enters that same class.
The Regular Season Series and The TGIF Series share the same rules but are 2 Different Series

In the event a driver moves from one division to another, no points will move with that driver.
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If a driver is raang a beginners division (kids kart, junior boxstock, or boxstock) that driver may race
1 division up from the drivers regular division (3) times without losing rookie status for that division.
Once any driver enters into his/her fourth race in an upp&ialy that driver forfeits all points in
his/her regular division, and may not return to race in that division.

A driver is able to race a beginners division during the regular season and an upper division for the
TGIF series without using the (3) racistarts during the regular season.
The Regular Season and The TGIF Series are different series.

A driver must compete in 12 Regular Series races in the same class to be considered for yearend
awards. A driver must compete in 4 TGIF Series races igdime class to be considered for yearend
awards. Yearend awards can only be received at the banquet.

If a driver is injured on the track, parents or guardians are NOT allowed onto the track until the Track
Official deems the track safe for entering. Theepés or guardian will then be given access to the
injured driver.

AbsolutelyNO fighting, swearing, or horse play in pits. Both drivers and crew/family members are
expected to act in a professional manner at all times.

All participants must have all weers, EMT forms and entry fees completed before competing in any
events. Note: proof of age is required for all minors.

Rough driving will not be tolerated at anytime. Anyone intentionally bumping, hitting, chopping,
blocking or driving in an out of cordl manner, will be warned, penalized, disqualified or suspended
depending on the severity of the incident.

No one is allowed to enter the timing and scoring building without permission from a race official,
failure to comply with this could result oisqualification from the event.

Alcoholic beverages are not allowed on the grid or track during any events, no driver or crew
member can drink alcoholic beverages during an event, only after your done racing and in a
responsible manner.

No spectators arallowed on the grid or track during the event, a driver or pit pass arm band must be
shown to security to gain access.

Parents or Guardians are to be responsible for
them run around unsupervised.

Pets are allowed at RKS however RKS is not responsible for any action from or toward your pet.
Please clean up after your pet. Failure to do so may result in your privilege to bring them.

track. When exiting the track, slow down until you are at a safe minimal speed, turn off engine before
you enter overite scale area.
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During practice driver will stay to the left when entering track unisl safeto merge onto track.

Mechanical problems: drivers must use hand signals to warn other karts (put one haneugtraoght
out to the side of kart) attempt to get off racing surface in a safe manner, if a brake failure occurs do
not pull into pits, drive around until kart isaslow enough speed to safely pull off.
Please Note: Raising your hand does not constitute a caution.

Any kart that is black flagged from the race must safely exit the track on the exit lane and report to
the scale, the driver will be informed by thecR&irector of what action will be taken for the
driving infraction, which will include position penalty (last place points) or zero points for that race.

The Race Director reserves the right to impose warnings or penalties on any karts that havenbeen see
first hand or by an official breaking any rules, including driving infractions.

All drivers must attend mandatory drivers meeting.

Anyone and everyone entering the pits must have a pit pass and have signed the insurance waiver. If
anyone is found in yar pits without a pit pass the driver may be penalized. Further penalties may be
issued as deemed necessary.

Any driver found on the track without signing

Birth certificates are required registratifum anyone under 18yrs of age. No minor will be allowed to
race without a birth certificate on file.

Transport vehicles must obey 5 mph speed limit once through the entrance gate.

We will not race in the rain. In the event that it starts to rain duredéats, the classes that have
finished will receive points for that heat. The remaining classes that did not race will race the
following week to finish that heat cycle to determine their points.

If a class is on the race surface and it begins to rargriliers must exit the track. If more than half

the lap count remains, the race event is not scored. If less than half the lap count remains and 5 or

more laps are not completed, the field is frozen, and will conclude the race event at another time. If
less than 5 laps remain, the race is over, and scored accordingly.

RKS will be as prompt as possible to call a race event due to weather. If it is forecasted that a
possible chance to achieve racing that day is probable, we will do everything possiglthtotchck
surface and race the schedule event.
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QUALIFYING RULES

All karts must qualify on RKS Track Fuel.
Spinning tires on the grid is not allowed.

If a class has 10 or more entries the qualifying field wilspkt into 2 groups. The first heat will
qualify for the inside row, the second heat will qualify for the outside row.

Any driver disqualified from qualifying will receive last place points and start at the rear of the field
for the feature. Multiple diqualifications in the same heat will line up according to finish.

All drivers must scale at the completion of qualifying.
All drivers must remain in tech impound area after qualifying until dismissed by the Tech Director
When qualifying by time trialeach driver will enter the track from the starting grid when signaled by
the gate steward. Each driver will receive a green, white, checkered qualifying run. The qualifying
time will be the better of the laps completed.
Drivers qualifying by time trialsvho spin before crossing the start/finish line taking the green flag
will be allowed to re qualify. The driver must report to the starting grid and be held for a minimum
of 5 minutes before the re qualifying attempt is made. Only one re qualifyingpatigiirbe
allowed for the driver. Once a driver crosses the start/finish line re qualifying is forfeited.
I f during qualifying a driverés transponder f a
held for a minimum of 5 minutes before reatjfying. If the transponder is placed on the
kart/minicup and is a transponder malfunction, that driver will not lose his/her re qualifying attempt.
If the transponder is not placed on the kart/minicup the second attempt will count as the re qualifying
attempt. It is not RKS responsibility to place your transponder.

If during time trials, 2 or more drivers best lap times are equal, RKS will position the drivers
according to the driverds second be

Qualifying points are earned for both Heats @ide Trials.
No Points are rewarded for pill drawn positions.
All heats will be lined up according to inverted season points.
Any driver entering into a heat with 0 points will be placed to the rear of the field.

Any driver not qualifying may still ruthe feature, but must start at the rear of the field. If multiple
drivers did not qualify, those drivers will pill draw for starting positions at the rear of the field.
